After Bob
became ill, he and Judy moved to Medicine Hat in 2007 where he lived out the
remainder of his years.

Bob was a devoted community volunteer and a founding member of the Inuvik and
Yellowknife Lions Clubs. In 1980 he became the District Governor of District 37
representing Western Canada at many National and International Lions events. He
served on the Yellowknife City Council from 1977 to 1979 as an Alderman 3 ¢
and for many years was an avid participant, either organizing or playing
